6. There is no limit as to what or how you create something. You may want to create
a story and tell it in comic strip format, copy your favorite manga character, or
create your own character.

7. A completed entry form must be attached to your submission in order for the
entry to be considered. Entries must be dropped off at any Nashville Public
Library location by 5:30 pm, Wednesday, October 21.

8. Entries will be judged on originality, creativity, and style.
