Meanwhile, the Sounds July 17 game at First Horizon Park — when the team takes on 

the Memphis Redbirds at 1:05 p.m. — is also “Library Day.”  
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An NPL crew will be on site to register fans for this special card, and Library Director 

Kent Oliver will throw the ceremonial first pitch.

How to Get a Nashville Sounds Library Card 

Patrons can get their NPL library card by either applying online or visiting any of NPL’s 

21 locations. New and existing patrons must visit an NPL location to receive their 

physical card. 

 

Davidson County residents can get the card free of charge, with unrestricted access 

to all of NPL’s collections.  

 

Existing cardholders can upgrade to the new design at no charge and keep their 

library card number. 

 

Tennessee residents outside of Davidson County can sign up for a free library card to 

check out physical materials, with an option to pay $10 annually to access NPL’s 

digital materials.
